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Basic Book Repair 
 
Prevention is the KEY to Book repair. 

 

Libraries see the same problems over and over and when you put off action until the book cannot be 

circulated; many times, you are looking at “solutions” that are more time intensive and costly than 

most libraries can undertake today. 

 

The major mistake that has been made in the past with book repair was that the “solution” caused more 

serious problems than those that currently existed. 

 

FIRST DO NO HARM. 

 

Anything that is put in or on the book must be acid-free. 

Acid materials eat into books and leave a nasty, signature orange/brown stain. 

If you are considering buying a product and it doesn’t say “acid-free”, you can be sure it is acidic. 

 

Vinyl products are endemic in the library world:  covers; tapes, laminates, label protectors. 

Why?  It is pliable and it is cheap. 

What’s wrong with it? 

ALL vinyl, over time, curls, yellows and brittles.  What you are seeing is the tangible evidence of a 

chemical change that occurs in the material.  Vinyl is not a stable product, it changes over time. 

Not only does this reaction change the product that you put in and/or on your book, but it negatively 

impacts your book. 

Polyester is a much better choice; it is a completely inert substance.  This means that no chemicals will 

migrate into the adhesive.  Polyester is also extremely strong and resilient. 

 

If these 2 suggestions are followed:  acid free and polyester, we would eliminate over two thirds of the 

“sticky” materials currently sold for “book repair”. 

Just because a product is in a “library supply catalog” doesn’t mean that it is the right or best product 

to use. 

 

When gluing is done, it should be done with an acid-free PVA (polyvinyl acetate adhesive).  The 

wrong glues, including Elmer’s and hot glue guns, become brittle and break over time. 

When gluing hardbound books, never glue the back of the signatures (pages) to the inside of the 

spine—this will absolutely break the book.
